· All sections must be headed—in order, your sections are: Introduction, Methods, Results, Conclusions, Evaluation. Include the heading for each section in bold face.’
· Every page except for the first needs the following header (in MLA format your header would read last name page #, for example):
· US074, Candidate #, Last name, First name, Page x of y.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]For example, the 3rd page of my paper would read:
US074, Candidate 0409, Paxson, Margaret, Page 3 of 12
· Your paper must fall between 1500 and 2000 words. Please include a word count on a separate sheet with your paper.  If you do not fall within this limit, your paper will not be accepted.
· Double space your paper, and do not staple or hole punch it. If your paper is not properly formatted, it will not be accepted and will be considered late.
· Make sure you turn your paper in on time.  It is 20 points off for every school day late. 
· If you do not bring me a final copy by April 8, you will receive a zero on this assignment and a failing mark of 0 on 20% of your final Cambridge evaluation, no exceptions.TURN THIS PAGE OVER FOR MORE IMPORTANT INFORMATION
